                                                    Every part of the dry land is surrounded by
ocean.
Over two thirds of the earth is covered in sea
water.   This lies in the pacific, Atlantic, Indian,
Arctic and Southern Oceans. Together they form
a  continuous stretch of water which covers an
area nine times bigger than the Moon’s surface. 
The oceans contain 97% of all the  water on the
Earth.
