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here were many poor people in Haifa and ‘Akka, where
‘Abdu’l-Baha lived. In fact, at the time, most people who

% lived there were poor. But He was sad to see there were
also poor people in the rich countries of the West. He was
especially sad when He saw rich people in London buying
expensive Christmas presents when there were so many people
around who did not even have enough bread to eat.

One day He visited a Salvation Army shelter where one thousand
poor men had been invited for their Christmas dinner. ‘Abdu’l-Baha
told them:

“All the Prophets of God were poor, His Holiness Moses was
a mere shepherd.... The poor have ever been humble, and
lowly; their hearts are tender.... Christ was poor; Baha'u’llah
was poor. For forty years He was imprisoned in poverty.... Be
ever happy; be not sad! Trust in God.”

The men had rarely been spoken to with such love and
understanding. Although they were very hungry, some of
them forgot to eat while ‘Abdu’l-Baha was speaking.

Before He left, ‘Abdu’l-Bah& gave the kind Salvation Army
officers money to pay for another good meal for the men at
New Year. When they heard this, the men jumped up from
their seats and waved their knives and forks in the air and
cheered!
