Houses of Worship.
The Bahá’í House of Worship fulfils the original intention of all religious buildings before they were distorted by men's ideas. It should be a community meeting place where anyone of any race or religion, or even none at all, can go to experience a peaceful atmosphere, and praise God. In a Bahá’í House of Worship there are no talks, no candles and no musical instruments, because not all of these are necessarily liked by everyone, so the united atmosphere would be destroyed. The House of Worship fits into a larger institution called the Mashriqu'l-Adhkar, which will be a complete social institution of many buildings, including hospital, orphanage and schools. 

United Nations Organisation.
Came into being on 24-10-45, when its Charter was signed by the first 50 nations to join. The Charter says the people of the United Nations were determined "to save succeeding generations from the scourge of war which twice in our lifetime has brought sorrow on mankind."

The Bahá’í International Community has been represented as an N.G.O. (Non-Governmental Organisation) since the very early days of the U.N.'s existence and since 1970 has been accredited with consultative status at the E.C.O.S.O.C. (Economic and Social Council). It has its headquarters in New York.
