Plan for year 4 lesson 3.

aims:

a) learn about the Báb

b) enhance community life
objectives:
after fully participating in both the lesson and the homework, the student should be able to:

a) state some facts about the Báb

b) give a short talk

c) enhance community life with some art
materials: The Virtues Guide, Bahá’u’lláh and the New Era, In Home Study Programme p.509, The Bahá’í World ‘97-8, Aroha Nui tape if possible;
music for meditation & a watch with seconds hand or figures; 
pages for History of the Báb, questions about the Báb, Australian Temple;
handout ( story of the Báb, Prayer, 2 quotes.)

1. Game/News.
Fruit salad: Go round the circle giving each child the name of a fruit e.g. apple, pear, orange, banana; halfway round the circle start repeating the fruit so that each fruit has been given to 2 students (if you have an odd number, one fruit will have been given to 3.)  When you call a fruit those children change places.  When you call fruit salad, they all change.


2. Mark Homework.(Questions about Siyyid Kazim, have answers ready!)

3. Virtue. Trust.
EITHER use about ¼ of what is in The Virtues Guide OR use quotes in the virtue handout, which can then be taken home..

4. New Topic. The Life of the Báb.
An account of His youth is on a separate page,
and questions about it are on another page.
More material may be found in Bahá’u’lláh and the New Era p.11,

5. Writings. Learning to read the writings daily.
 Pronunciation is very important here, since our morning and evening reciting is to be done in private, so take any quote and get each student to read it, correcting any mistake in pronunciation.  There is a good series on this in the In Home Study Programme and p.509 is suggested for today.

6. Activity.  Prepare a short talk on Shaykh Ahmad, Siyyid Kazim or the Báb.
The best prepared can give their talk today, others in a later lesson.

7. Story. Just use the one in the handout, which gives further details about the life of the Báb, unless you have anything else appropriate. 

8. Music.  “Let’s all get together” (Aroha Nui tape)

9. New Topic. The gifts of the Mind.
Use the quote in the handout = ‘Abdu’l-Bahá,  Paris Talks 41-3.
If you have The Bahá’í World ‘97-8 you will find more on pp.171-4.




10. New Topic.   The r(le of arts and crafts in enhancing community life.
   Discuss the various art forms which could be used, e.g. singing, recite poetry (either own original or from a book), play music, decorate room with pictures.  
    Refer to  UHJ compilation 7, page 7. (extract of the bottom quote is in handout, all of the page is below for teacher.)

11. Writings. [Prayer in handout.]  It is likely that they know the “remover of difficulties”. After saying it once each, use it for meditation. Use method in lesson 2, but give longer pauses (about 20 seconds) between words today.

12. Revision.  If plenty of time, revise Temples (page about Australian one.)
Then get students to ask each other questions on this lesson. 
Give points for answers, if you think appropriate, and see who gets the most [a small prize perhaps]. Sit them in a circle, with you outside to arbitrate. Select who starts, they ask student on their left. Correct answer [stated by questioner, but confirmed by you!] gets 2 points; if wrong or no answer within an agreed time – e.g. 10 seconds – , offered to next student for a bonus point [& next etc. if you like]. If no-one gives correct answer, questioner must give it or lose a point. Continue to the left until all students have asked a question, go round again if time [to be fair, must complete a round before seeing who gets most points.]


13. Set Homework.  Include finishing preparing talk, if not yet given,
or giving the talk at a 19-day Feast, if already given in class.
Try an art form which should be suitable for enhancing community life and bring first efforts to the next lesson.
