Aim

        The main points of this activity are

Instructions

There are several alternatives:

1.
A group poem where members of a group each write one line of a poem to a particular title and produce a finished result. e.g. "Wishes for the World", "The 19 day feast", "World Citizens"

2.
An individual poem/song/rap about an aspect of the Faith e.g. a poem entitled "Unity in Diversity", or a rap called "What is this thing called prejudice"

3.
A Bahá’í version of Haiku - a Japanese form of poetry which captures a simple yet profound idea in a short form. The original Haiku has:

5 syllables in the third line

Making 17 syllables in all.

A Bahá’í-ku has

5 syllables in the third line

Making 19 syllables in all.

Choose one or more poems to write either on your own, with a partner or in a group. (You can choose to write stories or plays based on quotations if you don't want to write poetry.)

5.   Illustrate the poem with patterns and pictures.

6.   Read the poems to each other or to an audience (for performance practice).

7.   Make a book of the group's poems.
