“… when an application for divorce is made to a Spiritual Assembly, its first thought and action should be to reconcile the couple and to ensure that they know the Bahá’í teachings on the matter. God willing, the Assembly will be successful and no year of waiting need be started. However, if the Assembly finds that it is unable to persuade the party concerned to withdraw the application for divorce, it must conclude that, from its point of view, there appears to be an irreconcilable antipathy, and it has no alternative to setting the date for the beginning of the year of waiting. During the year the couple have the responsibility of attempting to reconcile their differences, and the Assembly has the duty to help them and encourage them. But if the year of waiting comes to an end without reconciliation the Bahá’í divorce must be granted as at the date of the granting of the civil divorce if this has not already taken place.”

Bequest and Inheritance.

Bahá'u'lláh states that a person should be free to dispose of his possessions during his lifetime in any way he chooses, and it is incumbent on everyone to write a will stating how his property is to be disposed of after his death. When a person dies without leaving a will, the value of the property should be estimated and divided in certain stated proportions among seven classes of inheritors, namely, children, wife or husband, father, mother, brothers, sisters and teachers, the share of each diminishing from the first to the last. In the absence of one or more of these classes, the share which would belong to them goes to the public treasury, to be expended on the poor, the fatherless and the widows, or on useful public works. If the deceased has no heirs, then all his property goes to the public treasury.

Unto everyone hath been enjoined the writing of a will. ¶109

According to the Teachings of Bahá’u’lláh, the individual has a duty to write a will and testament, and is free to dispose of his estate in whatever manner he chooses (see note 38).

Bahá’u’lláh affirms that in drawing up his will "a person hath full jurisdiction over his property", since God has permitted the individual "to deal with that which He hath bestowed upon him in whatever manner he may desire" (Q&A 69). Provisions are set out in the Kitáb-i-Aqdas for the distribution of inheritance in the case of intestacy. (See notes 38-48.)

His father dreamed that he saw Bahá'u'lláh swimming in a huge ocean. His body shone like a light upon the waters and His long black hair floated around His head. Many fish were attracted by the light shining from Him, and they gathered round His head holding only each hair. But although there were so many, Bahá'u'lláh was able to swim quite freely wherever He wished.

Bahá'u'lláh's father asked a wise man to tell him the meaning of this dream and he was told that the sea was this world and Bahá'u'lláh would become like a King of the whole world, loved and obeyed by all people, even though at first many would try to stop Him.

As Bahá'u'lláh grew older it was plain for everyone to see that He knew things no one else knew. He did not go to school but under​stood more than any teacher. He was very clever and wise. One day the king of Persia asked Bahá'u'lláh's father for a lot of money which he could not pay. Even though he was only seven years old, Bahá'u'lláh went to the king and explained so well how his father could not afford to pay so much that the king realised that he had been unfair.
