Plan for year 4 lesson 8.

aim:

study aspects of service

objectives:
after fully participating in both the lesson and the homework, the student should be able to:

a) give a reason for serving others
b) help in a practical way

c) state what is meant by industrial slavery


materials. parachute (see 1. ); Answers to 16 Questions; music for meditation; song page;  handout (sandwiches, & 3 quotes.); page “Bahá’u’lláh's Exile to Baghdad - part 1” if required.


1. Game/News. Parachute game. (join with year 1 if possible.)   [see lesson 13 in Enlighten book 1 for further details.]
If you have, or can borrow, a parachute for this, and have room to use it, that would be ideal. Otherwise make a circle of material, to suit what space you have, and the number of students. Make the edge reinforced by over-sewing several layers, and cut a small hole in the centre. (e.g. cut out of an old double sheet, or 2 single sheets joined together.)  Lay it flat on the floor and everyone stands round it at equal intervals.  Then all hold edge with 2 hands and obey instructions; e.g. all lift up slowly (as high as the smallest can reach), then down slowly, up quickly, down quickly; all walk to the left, then to the right; at some point ask them to choose what to do and then do it when you say “go”, point out the result of disunity.

4. New Topic. service. [read handout in advance and decide how to present these items; you might decide to use your own method first and then give the handout later for revision &/or specific details.]

a) Helping at home  (pinwheel sandwiches, in handout)

b) Why should we serve others? = Bahá'u'lláh and the New Era,  p.76 [in handout]

c) Abolition of industrial slavery = Bahá’u’lláh & the New Era, p.137 [in handout]


5. Activity.  Quiz on lessons 1 to 7.(separate page)
There are 3 questions on each lesson.  You can add more if you like.  Perhaps make this a team activity, especially if this is the last lesson of the term.  Or you could use it as an end-of-term test.  Another option would be to add it to the homework.


6. Story. about death of Mirza Midhi.

7. Meditation.  This week ask the students which sort of meditation they would like, and whether they would prefer to have a previous one repeated exactly or use some new words.  If repeat, your task is easy.  Maybe you will have some new words ready in case that is requested; if not, there are a couple of quotes in the handout which could be used.

8. Art Activity.   Use the 16 shapes cut out last time.  Between them, the students write a question and answer on each shape, then cut them apart to make a puzzle.

9. Music.  Sing “Round about the world”.(words on separate page. )


10. Continue Topic. [extra item]  Bah(’u’ll(h   (from #7)

11. Revision.  Either have students ask each other questions about this lesson, or do it yourself.
