Local Spiritual Assembly & Committees.

   One of the unique features of the Faith is that Bahá’u’lláh has revealed a new range of teachings, which are designed to regulate the functioning of the Administrative Institutions of His Cause.  The spiritual and administrative principles are accorded equal importance.  The election of the Spiritual Assembly is an administrative function, but it has great spiritual significance and is to be carried out in a spirit of prayer and devotion.  The Guardian said that, when voting, the elector should “consider without the least trace of passion and prejudice, and irrespective of any material consideration, the names of only those who can best combine the necessary qualities of unquestioned loyalty, of selfless devotion, of a well-trained mind, of recognised ability and mature experience.”


   Committees may be set up by a Spiritual Assembly to study and report on a specific issue &/or assist in the execution of decisions.  Committees can deal with petty details which would affect efficiency if dealt with by the Spiritual Assembly;  but granting them undue discretion must be avoided.
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
