reverence

Happy are those that inhale from thee the sweet savours of the Merciful, that acknowledge thine exaltation, that safeguard thy sanctity, 

that reverence, at all times, thy station.

 "You have asked about visiting holy places and the observance  of marked reverence toward these resplendent spots. 

Holy  places are undoubtedly centres of the outpouring of Divine grace,  because on entering the illumined sites associated with martyrs and holy souls, and by observing reverence, both physical and spiritual,

 one's heart is moved with great tenderness.

 QUESTION: Should the third Obligatory Prayer be  offered while seated 

or standing? 

ANSWER: It is preferable and more fitting to stand  in an attitude of 


humble reverence.

 "We have found nothing in the texts forbidding the use of the Greatest Name, the Names of the Manifestations of God or the names of the Central Figures of our Faith in the lyrics of music. However, we feel that when they are used they should be used with reverence and respect, both in the manner in which they are incorporated in the lyrics and in the manner of presentation."

 You have asked specifically about reading prayers on the radio. Of course this is permissible, but will be cautious concerning the setting of the prayers, i.e. what kind of materials may be presented before and after the prayers, so that they are assured of that dignity and reverence which they deserve.

 Bahá’u’lláh has stated quite clearly in His Writings the essential requisites for our spiritual growth, and these are stressed again and again by 'Abdu’l-Bahá in His Talks and Tablets. One can summarise them briefly in this way:


1. The recital each day of one of the Obligatory Prayers 

with pure-hearted devotion.


2. The regular reading of the Sacred Scriptures, specifically at least each morning and evening, with reverence, attention and thought. …
