     Mona’s mother tried hard to get her released on bail from prison. After a few weeks, she obtained the required money and took it to the court; but instead of obtaining Mona’s release, she was then arrested herself.
     A few months later, on July 9th, the Bahá’í women met in one cell at midday to commemorate the martyrdom of the Báb.  Afterwards Mona said to her mother “I wanted to commemorate the last Holy Day on my own.”  Her mother thought Mona meant “last Holy Day in prison”, thinking to be released soon.  But Mona said “Do you know that they are going to execute me?”   
     A few days later Mona’s mother was released.  Soon after that she went with Mona’s sister to visit the prisoners and to tell them that six men had been executed.  Tears were rolling down Mona’s cheeks as the names of the dead men were spoken.  Mona said “These are tears of happiness”.  Her sister said “Mona, you will go soon”  and Mona replied “Please pray that we go to the execution place singing and dancing… We are happy to know that we are Bahá’u’lláh’s chosen ones.”     After the visit ten women, including Mona, were taken by bus to the execution place.   They hanged the eldest first, while the others, including Zarrín and Símín, watched; each was offered the chance to recant when the rope was put round their neck, but none did.   Last was Mona, who kissed the rope and then died with a smile.
