Two Bahá’í Martyrs.
An official at the prison said to Varqá: "Which shall I kill first, you or your son?" Varqá replied: "It makes no difference to me." Then the official drew his dagger and thrust it into Varqá's heart, saying: "How do you feel now?" Varqá's words before he died were: "I am feeling much better than you are. Praise be to God!"  The official ordered 4 executioners to cut Varqá's body into pieces. The sight of so much blood was horrible to see. Rúhu’lláh was watching all the time, overcome with grief. He kept repeating: "Father, father, take me with you!" The official offered him a proper salary, but Rúhu’lláh replied: "I want no salary from you. I am going to join my father." They put Rúhu’lláh's neck in a piece of rope and held him up with it, gasping for breath. As soon as his body was still, they put him down. The official asked for the other Bahá’ís to be brought in. But the child's body made a sudden movement, raised itself from the floor and fell several feet away. Then it was still again. This incident shook the official so badly that he did not have the nerve to carry on with any more killings.
