Introduction to the plans for === year 7 lesson 3.

There is definitely too much material in the syllabus for one lesson, so in preparing plans it has been divided into two parts: Relating the teachings to current concerns, and the rest.

Lesson plan 3A uses the reference Trends in Bahá’í Education, p.129 for Relating the teachings to current concerns, and, with some preparation by the teacher, each game will easily take up at least a complete lesson; one is suggested here and the other is available in week 23. This is a very important topic and, if properly prepared, should inspire the junior youth and give them a very different sort of lesson.

Lesson plan 3B has a standard format and requires much less preparation, but is a very valid lesson at this stage, and continues the ‘Letters of the Living’ topic from the previous 2 lessons.

For a community school with nine complete weeks devoted to teaching this term, both plans can be used, and either can be used first (suggest consult the students.) The virtue is in plan 3B, but if only plan 3A is being used, it could be incorporated into that.
