Plan  for year 7 lesson 3A.

aim:    take part in a correlatives game.

objective:
after fully participating in both the lesson and the homework, the student should be able to: relate the teachings to current concerns

1. News.

2. Check Homework. (how was daily reading? meditate OK? what service done?)
3. Relating the teachings to current concerns.
 TBE 129 includes 2 correlation games. Suggest use game 1 now (game 2 in plan 23A.) 
It requires advance preparation: collecting non-Bahá’í material about a concern & a selection of Bahá’í material of varying relevance (plus reading the preamble if possible.). [extract not edited, you’ll probably only have one group.]
4. Set Homework.  This will depend on where the students have got to at the end of the lesson. If the next stage of the game can usefully be done individually, then that is it. Should the first 8 stages be completed in the lesson, then each student could take a summary of the proposed presentation and consult with their community about possible groups to present it to &/or suitable events for a mini-exhibition.

How to Play the Correlatives Game (Version 1)

1.
You will find an envelope for each group of participants. Inside you will find a set of non-Bahá'í material in an envelope and a set of Bahá'í quotations in another envelope.

2.
Firstly scan the non-Bahá'í materials, i.e. everyone in the group has a quick look at them. Each group member then takes one piece of material and reads it.

3.
Each member must decide on a name for the problem. The group, in consultation, then decides on the name.

4.
Each person in the group then writes a definition of the problem. The group, in consultation then agrees on a group definition. In this process each can submit points based on the document she/he has read.

5.
Aim of the project. Each member should write the aim as she/he sees it. For the sake of the exercise the group should decide on a single aim and keep it simple, e.g. produce a unit of study for an inter-faith group or an article for a student magazine. Even more simply you might compose a letter to send to a friend explaining the issue, current thought on the issue and the solutions to be gleaned from the Bahá'í Faith. (Incidentally we can think not only of the spirit and Writings of the Faith but also of processes, such as consultation, and personnel such as our "learned" and the model of the experience of the Bahá'í community around the world as referred to in the Promise of World Peace.

6.
Distribute the Bahá'í quotations. Each person should then note her/his quotations into those considered most relevant and those considered less relevant. Then through consultation agree on a selection of writings which will best convey Bahá'í understanding in whatever is the chosen project. What spiritual processes and actions would you build into creating and supporting your project?

7.
List all the points you can find from the non-Bahá'í material which appear to be 'in tune' with Bahá'í understanding. List all those that appear to be opposite to Bahá'í understanding.

8.
Decide from the two lists mentioned in #7 which points you wish to make in your presentation. Check that you still agree with the section from the Bahá'í Writings.

9.
Present your draft to the other groups and then put it up as part of a mini-exhibition.
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
