5. Bahá’í Holy Days (by name):  birth Báb, birth Bahá’u’lláh, 
declaration Báb, declaration Bahá’u’lláh, 9th Ridván, 12th Ridván, 
martyrdom Báb, ascension Bahá’u’lláh, ascension ‘Abdu’l-Bahá, 
day of covenant, Naw-Rúz.

6. Bahá’í laws: daily prayer, daily reading, marriage verse, parents permission to marry, year wait before divorce, fast, inheritance, pilgrimage, huqúqu’lláh, burial, wills, 
95 Alláh-u-Abhá, NO gambling, NO alcohol, NO drugs, NO gays, NO abortion…

7. Messengers from God:  the Báb, Bahá’u’lláh, Jesus Christ, Muhammad, Moses, Abraham, Buddha, Krishna, Zoroaster, Adam, Noah.
