For You To Make:

Unity sandwiches: (Why not take them to your next Feast) You will need thin slices of white and brown bread, butter, cream cheese and a little tomato ketchup.

Cut the crusts from the slices of bread and spread butter on the bread.

Put half the cream cheese into one bowl and half into another. Add the tomato ketchup to one bowl and mix well to colour the cheese pink.

Spread 1 slice of bread with pink cheese and 1 different coloured slice of bread with the plain cheese.

Place the slices of bread on top of each other, cheese upwards on both and top it with a third unbuttered slice of bread, the same colour as the bottom slice. cut the three layer sandwiches into four squares each and arrange on a plate.

Martha Root and the Queen,    part 2.

Bahá'u'lláh had written to both Queen Victoria and Czar Alexander, and Queen Marie told Martha Root that she had seen the original Tablet to Queen Victoria in London.

In 1928 Martha Root visited Queen Marie of Rumania for the third time. The Queen said to her, "Always you are giving gifts to others, and I am going to give you a gift from me". Then she pinned a beautiful brooch to Martha's dress. It was a lovely and rare brooch with two wings made of gold and silver set with tiny diamonds and joined together with one large pearl. Of course it was very valuable, and perhaps even more precious because it was a gift from a Queen.

At that time the House of Worship in Chicago was being built and Martha wanted to contribute something to help with the cost She sent the brooch as a gift, so that it could be sold and the money used for the House of Worship. At the National Convention in America some of the Bahá'ís were worried about this. Should a gift from a Queen be sold? Wouldn't it be better to keep it as a precious souvenir? But the brooch was sold and the money was given to the House of Worship.

The person who bought the brooch was Willard Hatch, a Bahá'í from Los Angeles. He took it to Haifa and placed it as a gift in the Bahá'í Archives on Mount Carmel, so it stayed as a memory - a gift from a Queen.

Martha Root met Queen Marie eight times altogether. After their first meeting the Queen wrote about the book Martha had given her in a newspaper called the Toronto Daily Star. She mentioned Bahá'u'lláh and 'Abdu'l-Bahá and Their Books. She said, "Search out Their Books, and let Their glorious, peace-bringing, love-creating words and lessons sink into your hearts as they have into mine." This was printed in two-hundred other North American newspapers.

Martha Root died in 1939. Just before her death 5he was still travelling, after twenty years of journeying around the world.

Having spent fifteen months in India she visited Australia and New Zealand. She then set off on her return journey home, to the U.S.A. But she had to leave the boat at Honolulu because of illness. It was here that she died.

In a cable to the National Spiritual Assembly of the United States, the Guardian praised her great work and called her the "foremost Hand which 'Abdu'l-Bahá's Will has raised up (in the) first Bahá'í Century", and the "first, finest fruit" which the "Formative Age" of the Faith of Bahá'u'lláh "has yet produced".
