Glosa - the international language you don't know you know

Glosa is a modification of an idea of the late Professor Lancelot Hogben. Hogben pointed out that there is already in existence an enormous international vocabulary, which requires only a simple organisation to turn it into a rich and subtle language. This vocabulary consists of the words of science and technology, all derived from classical Latin and Greek -nowadays almost exclusively from Greek.

This makes it sound learned, dry and difficult, but you are just going to find out that, as we always say - Glosa is the International Language you don't know you know. In fact you are using, writing and hearing and reading these words every day, perhaps even thinking they are English words. For example a common little word like LAMP is a Greek word meaning 'to shine'. Glow-worms and Fireflies belong to the order LAMPyridae, the shining ones. PHOTO-GRAPHY is Greek (and therefore Glosa too) for 'light-draw', and a photograph is indeed a drawing on film by means of light. TRI-GONO-METRY means 3-angle-measure. Note the delightful conciseness of the Greek words. It is this that helps to make them so popular with scientists.

Although Glosa has this enormous vocabulary its most important part is the Central GLOSA 1000 which consists of 1000 carefully selected words by means of which you can speak and write on any subject, trivial, scientific, technical, literary and poetic.

Many of you will be studying French, German, and perhaps Latin and Greek and you will be well aware that apart from having to memorise great numbers of foreign words you have to master very complicated grammars. Well, you will be delighted to learn that

GLOSA HAS NO GRAMMAR

at least in the sense that most people think of it. Instead, 20 little words do all the work of tense, comparison etc. Below are listed about 60 Greek and Latin (that is Glosa) words which you are already quite familiar with. On the other side of the sheet are two Glosa games founded on this list. All Glosa words are in capitals.

Pronounce the vowels as in fAther, cafE, machIne, mOre, lUnar. Glosa C is always pronounced like 'ch' in CHurCH. J is pronounced like 'Y' in Yes. Pronounce every letter, e.g. HABE - hah bay. By the way, GLOSA is Greek for tongue, language as in E. GLOSSAry. There are no double letters in the language. G = Greek; L = Latin; E = English; GL = Glosa.
