Simulation (Version 2)

The Guardian told us that the Cause needs more Bahá’í scholars, people “who have a deep grasp of the Teachings and their significance and who can correlate its beliefs with the current thoughts and problems of the world.”


Task

You are asked to prepare an article, or give a talk on how the Bahá'í model of marriage compares and contrasts with those of the wider society and with the best thought from the wider society.

Stage One

Work with one or two other participants and brainstorm ideas for the article/talk. Put each idea on a separate piece of paper in large writing. You want ideas from the wider society on what the problems are, what the solutions might be and what the Bahá'í Writings say about each of those ideas.

Stage 2

Share ideas with whole group, move ideas around on wall using Blu-tack. What patterns emerge?

Stage 3

Return to your original small group and make the final selection that you think is important. Mount your exhibition of ideas on the wall. Now make a list of the steps you think you went through to get to your draft article/talk.

Feedback

1 What did you learn from the process?

2 How might the simulation be improved?

3 What differences are there between the simulation and the “real thing”? 

4 What additional resources or further training do you need to educate you to the point where you can fully carry out what the Guardian asked?

Homework

Each student could take a summary of the resulting article/talk and consult with their community about possible destinations for the article, or groups for which the talk would be suitable. (maybe they would like it at a 19-day Feast!)
