Plan for year 10 week 4.

aims:

a) start learning about Bahá’í community schools.

b) study early Bahá’í history.

objectives:   after fully participating in both the class and the preparation for it, the student should be able to:

a) state some principles of Bahá’í education.
b) describe some aspects of the life of the Báb.

c) give a talk about the Letters of the Living.

materials:  Ruhi Institute book 3 for each student if possible; 
quiet orchestral music for meditation;

1. Virtue. Revision of Confidence.

2. Teacher training.  Principles of Bahá’í education.
= Ruhi Institute p.7- 13.

3. Consultation. IF there was not time at the end of the previous week to consult on the plan for this year, AND you promised students it would be done today, better do it before the new topic.

4. New Topic. Early history.

a) The Life and Ministry of the Báb = Some Answered Questions 24, Guidance for Today & Tomorrow p.24 [extracts were looked at for prep. Students should have made a list of important facts about the Báb re teaching the Faith, chair start by inviting these to be presented – can some sort of consensus be reached?]
= Selections from the Writings of the Báb 54   What were the results of meditating on this? Some things might need to be explained!  After any explanations, play quiet orchestral music for a group meditation; students shut eyes while you read it, first without stopping, then with 5 second pauses after each phrase.  At the end of the 2nd time wait for 2 minutes, if possible, before fading the music. [remember week 2,  first step said “few minutes”!]  Did students think that music helped?

b) Letters of the Living = In Home Study Programme, p.499, p.738 can be used if desired, they are very similar to NCC lessons 5 and 11, which are on the web site, extracts from these are in the handout.

[make sure chair writes down conclusions of consultation, and has them agreed by the class before you put them in the class file.]

5. Set Preparation.  Read the 3 quotes in the prep handout and meditate on their meaning. Can you find other references about these topics, or views of other Bahá’ís?
