Plan for year 10 week 5.

aims:

a) study some moral issues

objectives:   after fully participating in both the class and the preparation for it, the student should be able to:

a) understand the meaning of sloth and covetousness, and know how to avoid them

b) state the Bahá’í teachings linking the sex impulse with the institution of marriage
c) practice chastity until marriage.
materials:  Contemporary Moral Issues.(library?);  handouts for weeks 4 & 5.

1. Virtue. Courtesy = the Pattern of Bahá’í Life p.26 [in handout, NOT a separate file this week, and there is another quote for next week].


2. New Topic. Morality.

a) Moral hierarchies = Contemporary Moral Issues p.66. (borrow book from library?)

b) The seven deadly sins:    sloth = Reciting the Verses of God p.236 (top quote is Kitáb-i-Aqdas K33, in prep.),    
covetousness = Reciting the Verses of God p.280 (top quote is the Hidden Words (from Persian) #50, in prep.).
Students were asked to meditate on the meaning of these.  Ask for results of meditation.  If none, have a meditation now, on both of these in one session.
Do students have any contribution after that?  If not, you will have to prompt:
Give an example of “what will profit you”.
Suggest something you could do which “will profit others”.
How can we “seek contentment”?
What will be our reward for becoming “contented”?
