Plan for year 10 week 6.

aims:

a) observe a class of young children

b) study some methods of consolidation

objectives:   after fully participating in both the class and the preparation for it, the student should be able to:

a) state some situations which could occur in a lesson and how to deal with them

b) understand what is involved in facilitating training institute courses
c) know which training institute courses are available in the area
d) develop a better devotional attitude.

materials:  Ruhi Institute book 3 for each student;  Guidance on Training Institutes;  handouts for weeks 5 & 6.

1. Virtue. Revise Courtesy. (see handout 2.)

2. Teacher training. –  observe a class, making notes, then discuss what was seen;  situations which could occur in a class. = Ruhi Institute book 3, p.18-21

3. New Topic. Consolidation.
Start by asking each student to give their understanding as to the meaning of consolidation, maybe writing a list of possible methods on the board.  Then have a little general consultation before going into detail regarding:

a) Facilitating training institute courses = Guidance on Training Institutes
Did students find out:
why do we have them, 
which are available in this area,
& how does one become a facilitator for them?
[some information about the latter was in the prep.,  more is in handout 2.]

b) Developing a devotional attitude  = Tablets Of Bahá’u’lláh p.268 [looked at for prep], & you should have some other references ready, in case students didn’t find any.

4. Writings.  In Home Study Programme,  p.309 [in handout]  Have a short meditation on this now, with or without music.  Students are asked to use this for reading morning and evening this week.

5. Set Preparation.

Read about committees and archives [in prep handout]
      Find out if your LSA, or the nearest LSA to your community, has appointed any committees; if so, what for; if not, why not?  [Whereas youth cannot be elected to a LSA until they are 21, they can serve on a committee from any age the LSA decides, and can make a valuable contribution.]

      Find out if your community has someone with specific responsibility for archives, it might be the secretary or could be someone else; [ you do not need a LSA for this.]
