Plan for year 10 week 10

aims:

a) to learn about how the Faith is taught in schools & the role of SACRE

b) to prepare a lesson plan for the chosen class

objectives:   after fully participating in both the lesson and the preparation for it, the student should be able to:

a) state how the membership of a SACRE is made up

b) explain the functions of a SACRE

c) know that Bahá’í representation on a SACRE is a reasonable aim

d) have a lesson plan ready to teach


materials:     March’97 Journal article ;  Ruhi book 3  ; handouts for weeks 9 & 10.


1. Virtue. Revise Loyalty.

2. New Topic. The Bahá’í Faith on SACREs and in schools.
[prep. was to find out about this.]
(a) The Bahá’í Faith in schools.
 
If any student has found out, whether verbally or in writing, that the Bahá’í Faith is taught in their school, details can be shared with the class.  If not, ask students what Bahá’í topics they think should be taught in their school, and why.

If any student has found out which other religions are taught at their school, this can be discussed; otherwise, ask students which religions they think should be taught in their school.


3. New Topic. The Bahá’í Faith on SACREs and in schools.
(b) The Bahá’í Faith on SACREs.

If any student has found out anything about SACREs then this should be shared with the class first.

Then make use of the March’97 Journal article on SACREs, &/or any other relevant information you may have, to have a good consultation on the subject.  [Journal article on separate page in case you haven’t still got it.]

4. Teacher training. – lesson plans.

Students look at one of the plans in Ruhi book 3 (there are 15 from p.37  onwards) and decide whether it needs adapting to suit their chosen class of students.

5. Writings & meditation. use Gleanings from the Writings of Bahá’u’lláh CXXXII (Ruhi book 3, p.38.)
