if you don’t have the book, their story is on a separate page.

3. New Topic. Bahíyyih Khánum​
Use pages 308-311 of In Home Study Programme, (see separate file).
The 3 sets of questions were the prep., except question 5 of the first set.
When all the material has been studied, ask students [either individually or in small groups] to prepare notes from which to give a talk about Bahíyyih Khánum​, either to the whole school or at a Nineteen-day Feast.
