CHILDREN’S CORNER
Hello Children!  I hope you are well and happy, and ready to learn more about the life of Baha'u'llah.  Do you remember where we had got to?  

Did I hear a “no”?  Well, I’ll tell you.  You remember that Baha'u'llah had been banished to Baghdad, and His half brother had been stirring up all sorts of problems, and had got everyone arguing and unhappy.  Whatever Baha'u'llah did or said was turned around and distorted, and finally Baha'u'llah decided to leave Baghdad, and one morning His family arose to find that He had gone.  He had, in fact got up very early, and travelled far into the distant hills, where He lived as a hermit, for two years.  During this time Baha'u'llah was beginning to understand the tremendous work that lay ahead of him as God’s Messenger to all mankind.  Then, do you remember that he helped a little boy who had lost his homework, and was very worried.  Baha'u'llah dried the boy’s tears, and taking His pen wrote out in very special writing the words the boy had lost.  When the little boy proudly took in his homework, the teacher soon realised that someone very special had written on the page;

and so it was that the little boy described how he had met the hermit (or Dervish).  The Head of the school was so sure that the calligraphy (very beautiful writing) had been produced by someone very special that he set out with a group of very learned men to find the stranger in the hills.  

Well they did find Him, and His genuine friendliness, and His ability to answer any question His guests put to Him, soon won Him many more friends.  The Head of the school Shakh Isma’il, visited Him many times, and kept asking Him to leave the hills, and stay with him in Sulaymaniyyih.  Finally He agreed and took up residence in the religious school run by Shakh Isma’il.  Now I am sure that you know that a Manifestation (or Messenger from God) is like a magnet. Many people began to hear about this wonderful person staying at the seminary (or religious school), and they all wanted to meet Him.  They soon realised this was no ordinary man. They all had a feeling of awe whilst in His presence and decided that He was a prophet.  We know that He was Baha'u'llah, and so no wonder people felt as they did.  Abdu’l-Baha writes of this time,  “An atmosphere of majesty haloed Him, as the sun at midday.  Everywhere He was greatly revered and loved”. Baha'u'llah’s fame soon spread to Baghdad, and it was not long before His family heard the news.  Messengers set out to find Him, and once found, pleaded with Him to return home.  Baha'u'llah knew that it was God’s Will, so He finally returned to Baghdad.  And what happened then?  I’ll tell you next month.
