We had got to the stage where Baha'u'llah had been banished to Adrianople.  This is a very old city in Turkey, that was rebuilt by the Roman Emperor Hadrian, and named after him.

Baha'u'llah’s enemies thought that they could silence Him by sending Him yet further away from Persia, but they were wrong!  Baha'u'llah now started writing to all the Kings and Rulers of the earth.  First He told them that their sovereign Lord had come.  He told than that the message which He had brought from God, was far more important than all the riches they possessed. 

He made clear to them all, that the more riches they gathered together, which they had taken from other people, the more they were forgetting God.

Then Baha'u'llah went on to explain to the Kings and Rulers, that He did not wish to take their Kingdoms from them.  He said His mission was to ‘seize and possess the hearts of men’.  Now what do you think that Baha'u'llah meant by that? Have a good think.  Baha'u'llah did not want the land and the Countries ruled by the Kings.  So He did not want to take away their earthly power.  What did He want?  He wanted the ‘hearts of men’, and by this He meant that He wanted all people to love Him as He loved them.  Baha'u'llah had given up everything, His home, His possessions, His happy life, and had suffered prison and banishment, all  because He had a Message from God for all the people on earth – and nothing was going to stop Him.  He had so much to tell the Kings.  He told them that they must deal justly with anyone who came to them seeking their help.  I am sure you know what justice means.  Baha'u'llah

said that justice was ‘the best beloved of all things’ in His sight.  Justice means to treat fairly, and if people are not treated fairly then everything goes wrong.  It is of tremendous importance, and it has to start right at the top, with the Kings and Rulers.  You see, if they get this very important principle wrong, how can they expect the people they rule to get it right?

They have to set a good example.  Baha'u'llah knew that they were not setting a good example, and He did not hesitate to tell them!  Now is that in the ‘gift for today’ box, or is it in the gift forever box? You think that one out, and remember that it doesn’t only apply to the Kings, it applies to you!
