CHILDREN’S CORNER
Hello children!  So how is school going?  Each year it gets a bit harder, but the good thing is that you are able to understand things now, that would have been much too difficult a few years ago, and so the work doesn’t seem much harder after all.  As you are growing up, and understanding things better, so in a way the whole world is growing up. But in your case, you grow up in 20 years and the world takes hundreds of years.  We have talked quite a lot about Manifestations over the years, as being great Teachers from God Who have come to teach all mankind. Now, just as things make a lot more sense to you now than they did a few years ago, so, in a way, all mankind is growing up, and the things that Baha’u’llah taught us 130 years ago are now making much more sense.

He told us that if we listened to what He had to say, and we obeyed Him, then the world would be changed into a wonderful place where there was perfect peace and everyone was happy.  At this time, Baha'u'llah was in Adrianople, and was writing to all the Kings and Rulers of the earth.  He called this wonderful time the ‘MOST GREAT PEACE’.  However, it was clear to Baha'u'llah that man was far from ready for the most Great Peace, so He told them that they had better seek the LESSER PEACE.  Now this is not as good as the Most Great Peace, but it would be a lot better than the way the world was at the time in which Baha'u'llah was writing.  He told all the kings that they must be united, and if a country rose up and attacked another, then all the countries should unite to put an end to the fighting.  Now Baha'u'llah wrote that to the Kings of the earth, about 130 years ago, and we are just beginning to understand what he meant.

The words used by Baha'u'llah are very special, so today I am going to write down some of the actual words Baha'u'llah used in His letter to the Kings.

“Be united, O Kings of the earth, for thereby will the tempest of discord   be stilled amongst you, and your people find rest, if ye be of them that comprehend. Should any one among you take up arms against another, rise ye all against him, for this is naught but manifest justice”.

‘Tempest of discord’ means all the continual arguing and strife that was going on between different countries.  ‘If ye be of them that comprehend’,  means, of course,  ‘if you are able to understand what I am saying to you’.  Sadly, many of the Kings failed to understand, and we have had to suffer great wars even since the times of Baha'u'llah.However, man is now beginning to understand the message of Baha'u'llah, and the world is becoming a happier place.
