Hearken ye, O Rulers of America and the Presidents of the Republics therein, unto that which the Dove is warbling on the Branch of Eternity….. Bind ye the broken with the hands of justice, and crush the oppressor who flourisheth with the rod of the commandments of your Lord, the Ordainer, the All-Wise

So Baha'u'llah tells us quite clearly that we cannot allow men to kill lots of innocent people; that is terrible injustice which has to be stopped.

Baha'u'llah has also told us that when something like this happens, then all the nations of the world must combine together to put things right; and that is just what is happening.  In fact, the human family has probably never worked together so well as it is doing at present.  So, you see, good can come as a result of something bad and the world will get better.
