Hello Children! I hope you are well.  This month we are getting back to the famous series of letters Baha'u'llah wrote to all the Kings and Rulers of the world, whilst He was in Adrianople. At this time, Alexander II was Czar of Russia.  Czar is pronounced Zar, and in our terms, means King.

When Baha'u'llah was in the Siyah-Chal, it was the Russian Ambassador to Persia, who helped in gaining His freedom.  This was very significant, and in fact, the first House of Worship was built on Russian soil – but that is another story.

In writing to the Czar, Baha'u'llah was giving him the opportunity to tell the world that He, Baha'u'llah, had come. Russia was a very large country, and if the Czar proclaimed the coming of Baha'u'llah, the people would have listened. Baha'u'llah told the Czar very clearly Who He was. 

“I am the One Whom the tongue of Isaiah hath extolled, the One with Whose name both the Torah and the Evangel were adorned……

Now let us see just what that means.  I am sure you will have heard of Isaiah, who was a prophet who wrote a wonderful book which is in the Old Testament.  His book was written about 2,700 years ago, and in this book he foretold the coming of Baha'u'llah. 

The Torah refers to the books of Moses. It is really another name for the Pentateuch which means the first five books of the Old Testament.  Moses was born about 3,400 years ago, and was a Manifestation of God, like the Bab and Baha'u'llah.   And the Evangel…? Well, that is another name for the New Testament in the Bible.   You are certainly learning some new words today!  So Baha'u'llah was telling the Czar that all these Holy Books foretold His Coming.

The Czar had a very important position in Russia.  He had great authority, and could do as he wished.  Now we humans are not very good at being important.  Baha'u'llah knew this, and warned the Czar not to let his sovereignty (or position) blind him to the position of Him Who was the Supreme Sovereign (that is a Manifestation of God).

Do you think the Czar listened?  No, sadly he did not, and Russia has had a hard time ever since.  The Czar was finally shot by an assassin, and there was a revolution which brought chaos, disaster and finally communism.  Now communism doesn’t admit that there is a God, so a communist would not be able to recognise the coming of a Messenger from God.

The Russians are a fine people who have had a very bad time for centuries.  Finally the people are realising that communism is not the answer, and today, many Russians are learning about the coming of Baha'u'llah

and the Bahá’í Faith.  So, you see, that once a Messenger of God comes to the earth, His Word cannot be hidden away.
