CHILDREN’S CORNER
Hello Children! I hope you are well and looking forward to Springtime – perhaps the most beautiful season of all. 

You remember that we have been talking about Baha’u’llah’s letters to all the Kings and Rulers of the world? Well, this month we have got to the time when Baha’u’llah wrote to our own Queen, here in England. 

It starts “O Queen in London!”  Just imagine a letter from Baha'u'llah being delivered to Buckingham Palace!  Yes, it really happened; in fact Baha'u'llah was pleased with our Queen – and, as you know, this was certainly not the case with most of the Kings and Rulers who received letters.

You will remember that those rulers who had not done well, and failed to listen to the guidance given from Baha'u'llah, all lost their position of authority, and their empires were overthrown. So which country still has a Queen? Do you see the connection?

The letter to Queen Victoria is particularly special as it contains some very important guidance for the whole world.

First Baha'u'llah has to explain to Queen Victoria who He is.

“Incline thine ear unto the voice of thy Lord, the Lord of all mankind…

He, in truth hath come unto the world in, His most great glory, and all that hath been mentioned in the Gospel hath been fulfilled…”
The Gospel, you will know, refers to the New Testament of the Bible, in which there are many prophecies relating to the return of Christ. There are some most wonderful writings in the Bible about Baha'u'llah, and they have all been hidden, a bit like a secret code, only to be unravelled by Baha'u'llah Himself. That is a Big Story, but for now, we must get back to Queen Victoria. The opening lines of Baha'u'llah’s letter must have been a big shock to the Queen. Like all the Kings and Rulers, she was used to everybody bowing before her, which obviously made her feel very important. Now she had received a letter stating that her Lord had come, the Lord of all mankind.  Baha’u’llah goes on to say that He has heard that the Queen has “entrusted the reins of counsel into the hands of the representatives of the people”.  In other words the Queen had given the authority to parliament to run the affairs of the nation, whereas in many other countries, the King or Queen had absolute power and tried to control everything.  Baha'u'llah praised the Queen for this with the words “Thou, indeed, hast done well”. I don’t believe you will find any praise for any other Rulers to whom Baha'u'llah addressed a letter, so really we can be pleased Queen Victoria did well.  There is a lot more in Baha'u'llah’s letter to the Queen, so we’ll talk about it again next month.
