Hello children, I hope you are well and happy.  Today, we are getting back to the letters Bahá'u'lláh wrote to the Kings, Rulers and religious leaders whilst He was in Adrianople.  As we have said before, Bahá'u'lláh had a tremendous job to do.  He really needed to talk to everyone on earth, but as this was not possible,  He spoke to the leaders, so that His Word might be spread.
In December, we were thinking of Jesus, Who, perhaps for the first time, really showed how great is God’s love for humanity. His perfect example has inspired a love for Him that has lasted for two thousand years! When Jesus came there were so many things that He could not explain to those around Him, because they just could not understand.  However, He said that he would return when we were ready to understand more. 
Bahá'u'lláh addressed a letter to the Christian Rulers of the world, and this is part of His letter.
O Kings of Christendom! Heard ye not the saying of Jesus, the Spirit of God, ‘ I go away, and come again unto you’? Wherefore, then, did ye fail, when He did come again unto you in the clouds of heaven, to draw nigh unto Him, that ye might behold His face, and be of them that attained His presence?
The problem was that all the Christians took the words of Jesus literally; they expected the very person of Jesus to return. 
Do you remember years ago, we talked about what is the real you? Is it your heart, your head, or your left knee?! No, the real you is none of these.  It is your mind or spirit. If you get up and go into the garden, what makes your body move? It certainly did not do it all by itself! Your mind decided that you wished to get up and go outside. It would certainly be most inconvenient, if your body just got up and went into the garden, when you wanted to watch television!
So you see, the spirit of Christ came back in Baha’u’llah, but, in their love for Jesus, Christians failed to understand.
Did you notice Bahá'u'lláh’s words “in the clouds of heaven”.  He was quoting the words used in the Bible. What happens when clouds blow across the sky?  They hide the sun.  And so, in Bible prophecy, Baha’u’llah has explained to us that anything that hides something, so it is not so easy to see, is referred to as a cloud.  So when Bahá'u'lláh
was born two thousand years after Jesus, there were a lot of clouds to obscure the truth. One day all the clouds will have blown away, and people all around the world will rejoice and be happy because they have ‘drawn nigh’ to Baha’u’llah.
