CHILDREN’S CORNER
Hello children! I hope you are well. So now you are in a new class, learning new things. As you grow up, so your brain grows up too, which means you are able to understand things that were much too difficult a few years ago. 

As you grow up, you learn more about the world, and how God has sent His Messengers, teaching humanity as you are taught at school.  The only difference is that you probably have new teachers each year as you go to higher classes.  In the case of humanity,  a Teacher from God comes roughly once in a thousand years!

You know that Jesus was born just over two thousand years ago, and Muhammad followed about six hundred years later.  Then there was a big gap, so when did the next Manifestation of God begin to teach us more? Do you remember? I’ll give you a clue – Whose Birthday do we celebrate this month?  Yes – it is the Birthday of the Bab (pronounced Barb); do you remember the date – 20th.October 1819.

By the early nineteenth century (that is after 1800 we start on the nineteenth century after Christ) the world had reached a very important stage in its development. So important, in fact, that God sent not one but two Manifestations to visit the earth, and the first of these was the Bab. He was born Siyyid Ali-Muhammad, the son of Siyyid Muhammad Rida, the name of His mother being Fatima Bagum.
